2/2/23	Cllr Jespersen Report

1. Adult services make up the biggest spend for Dorset Council
a. Low income support
b. £2m reserve added by Dorset Council alongside government support
c. Help available for parishioners with easy access to information on the Dorset website – see “cost of living button”

2. Childrens Services
a. OFSTED report for Dorset Council “good” and “outstanding for leadership, which is a massive improvement on prior assessments
b. More children in good / outstanding schools
c. Less children in care

3. Support for the natural environment
a. AONB
b. Rights of way
c. Verges are being cut later to protect habitat
d. 13 acres adjacent to Milldown Nature Reserve set aside to create a corrido for horseshoe bats that roost in Durweston
e. 3000 trees planted
f. 46 Council owned farms
g. Plan to reduce CO2 emissions with large grant to save 19m Kw

4. Planning
a. Dorset needs more low costs homes
b. Unplanned development still occurs
c. Dorset Council lobbying for levelling up bill to include planning



5. Road Safety
a. Speed limit protocols
b. 20mph in villages already agreed for Pimperne
c. Fontmell Magna applied but not enough reason to change speed limit for A350
d. It was noted that road signs are covered by bushes and trees
i. Confirmed will be done in highways are notified
e. It was noted that some road signs are illegible
i. Highways answer cannot afford to repair
f. It was noted that Pimperne road re-surfacing was immediately impacted by utilities work
i. Dorset Council must allow utilities work to proceed and cannot co-ordinate activity due to scale


3/2/23 Defibrillator Usage
